An article called “Kill Rates of Dogs and Cats at Shelters in the U.S.” indicated that 40% of dogs and cats are homeless, and 20% of those are euthanized. This rate is much higher than what I found at the Sonoma Humane Society. There they claimed that they euthanized only 5% of animals. Janet, who gave me a tour of the Humane Society, said, “We only euthanize terminally ill animals or ones that are dangerous.”
A list on the wall there claimed that over 65 cats and 35 dogs found homes in the last month, which means 121 had been brought in, and 20 animals were still waiting to be adopted. Interestingly, just one of them was considered “unadoptable” due to its health problems, so it was put in foster care.
